
 
Public Service Content Call for Proposals in 2009 – Selected Projects 
 
The Public Service Content (PSC) scheme is administered as a contestable fund that 
any eligible production company can apply for. MDA directly enters into production 
agreements with the contracted party/parties. The PSC scheme operates on the 
principle of co-investment where producers are encouraged to co-invest in and in turn 
co-own the programme rights. 
 
Through the scheme, MDA aims to directly commission and develop more innovative 
concepts with public service value, and that exhibit potential to reach viewers in 
Singapore and beyond, and/or show cross platform potential. 
 
Shortlisted submissions are evaluated by an External Evaluation Panel, comprising 
media industry experts.  The Panel makes a final selection of projects recommended for 
support by MDA. 
 
In 2009, 2 open call for proposals were held. 21 projects (covering our 4 official 
languages) were selected by the Panel with the 12 listed below now in production:
